The EA-21 Office will be conducting an EPG Fair from 0800-1700 on 3 December 1998 at the Xerox Document Center in Leesburg, Virginia.  





Electronic Procurement Generator (EPG) is one of the 13 initiatives being managed by the EA-21 Program Office to support implementation of paperless acquisition within the Dept of the Navy. EPG will allow non-SPS users to define procurement requirements and submit them to contracting officers.





The EPG Fair is designed as an opportunity for non-SPS users and IT personnel to get a first-hand look at the five (5)  EPG systems tested by National Software Testing Laboratories (NSTL).  The EPG Fair will allow Navy claimants requiring an EPG system to gather all necessary information to select the system or systems that will best meet their needs.





The format for the Fair will include an overview of the testing conducted by NSTL, a brief demonstration of each of the systems, deployment strategies, and an opportunity for attendees to use each of the systems.





The EA-21 Office is assembling a deployment plan to consolidate deployment of SPS, the EPG systems, and the required interfaces.  It will be important to make EPG system decisions by Jan 99 in order to plan the deployment.
