For EDA access, A Terminal Area Security Officer (TASO), Information  Security Office (ISO), or designated unit POC needs to be listed with the EDA PMO (This Office).

The TASO, ISO, POC information (Name, Org, Phone, e-mail) along with the attached spreadsheet <ip-fmt.xls> need to be filled out and e-mailed to:  <eugene.h.grinstead@.dfas.mil>.  

All subsequent user adds, changes, and deletes should be e-mailed directly to <wirickm@ogden.disa.mil>.

The attached form 41 is a computer security form that needs to be completed for each user and maintained by the TASO, ISO, or POC.

Our system is case sensitive so, please don't provide your  information in all capital letters or mix upper and lower case letters in the userid & passord.  We use the convention of first initial and last name for both user id and password.  However, if you have a userid convention established, we will use it.  note: You will be prompted to change the password upon initial login.

If something doesn't make sense please call me. It normally only takes 24-48 hours to get your information loaded for EDA access.  However, that will not always be the case.  So, plan ahead.

The EDA system help desk can help with most EDA problems and should be your first contact (after your own help desk) if you have a problem accessing EDA or viewing a document.  Their number is dsn: 777-3282 or comm 1-800-392-1798 select option 8.
