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The third meeting of the EFE IPT was called to order by Gale Williams, EA-21 EPG Project Director.  





The meeting focused on the identification of functional requirements.  An overview of the requirements that had been defined at the previous meeting and other requirements that needed to be identified were discussed.  This led to further discussion of the difference between user requirements and system requirements.  Mr. Matt Roland, EA-21, Technical Director provided clarification as to the level of information that will be required from this group for analysis and testing.  





The meeting focus then turned to analyzing current systems/applications that would be demonstrated at future meetings.  These systems, included GATEFED, ILSMIS, IRPRS (Army), RAPS, ACQUILINE, PR Builder, and ANSRS. It was also decided that Air Force, and commercial (e.g., Microsoft and Netscape) systems should be brought in for demonstration and evaluation.
