ELECTRONIC FRONT END (EFE) INTEGRATED PRODUCT TEAM (IPT) MEETING NOTES


JUNE 15, 1998








1.  The eighth meeting of the EFE IPT was called to order by Gale Williams, EA-21 EFE Project Director.





2.  Mrs. Williams commenced discussions with a brief review of the day’s agenda.  Vendors for today included Department of the Army’s Integrated Requirements and Purchase Request System (IRPRS), and Microsoft’s e-commerce suite of systems.  The goal of the demonstrations remains requirements definition for the EA-21 EFE system.  The current plan is to finish the demonstrations this week, then take a one-week hiatus while raw material is organized for the IPT’s use in defining requirements. 





3.  The Army representative demonstrated IRPRS, which is a web-based front end solution currently deployed in several Army sites.  The demonstration was followed by a brief discussion about the possible added functionality of the tool for Navy procurement requirements.  Discussion included the fact that the IRPRS system requirements are being provided to SPS developers to ensure effective integration.





4.  Scott Bounds and Wes Anderson of Microsoft demonstrated a suite of products that serves as Microsoft’s e-commerce solution.  The suite consists of Microsoft NT Server, Internet Information Server, and Site Server.  Discussion after the demonstration surrounded the fact that these systems represent a global solution to many of the EA-21 areas, while many of the other demonstrations primarily consisted of the automation of forms and documents that are currently paper.
