ELECTRONIC FRONT END (EFE) INTEGRATED PRODUCT TEAM (IPT) MEETING NOTES


JUNE 16, 1998








1.  The ninth meeting of the EFE IPT was called to order by Gale Williams, EA-21 EFE Project Director.





2.  Mrs. Williams commenced discussions with a brief review of the day’s agenda.  Vendors for today included MILVETS, a follow-up briefing from ANSRS, and Universal Systems Inc’s One Touch system.  The goal of the demonstrations remains requirements definition for the EA-21 EFE system.  The plan is to finish the demonstrations today, then take a one-week hiatus while raw material is organized for the IPT’s use in defining requirements. 





3.  Mr. Bob Daniels and Mr. Bill McDonald demonstrated the MILVETS Electronic Front End solution.  The demonstration was followed by a brief discussion about the possible added functionality of the tool for Navy procurement requirements.  Discussion included the fact that the MILVETS solution is adaptable to multiple uses and is accessible by browser without any specific application on the client machine.  MILVETS is not currently deployed anywhere, but appeared to be a very mature prototype.





4.  Brenda Kish and Gerry Willis demonstrated the Automated Non-standard Requisitioning System (ANSRS) product. This was a follow-up demonstration to the original one that occurred on June 1st.  Additional features that were demonstrated included the large purchase capability and the ability to automatically scan for ordering information from NIB/NISH, FedLog, and other databases.  The tool is not currently web-enabled.  





5.  Amy Downer demonstrated the One Touch software, co-developed and currently deployed at FISC Norfolk and FISC San Diego.  Discussion included the fact that One Touch includes a workflow map and can be adapted to incremental improvements in business processes, and that it includes funds management functionality.
