ELECTRONIC FRONT END (EFE) INTEGRATED PRODUCT TEAM (IPT) MEETING NOTES


JUNE 9, 1998








1.  The seventh meeting of the EFE IPT was called to order by Gale Williams, EA-21 EFE Project Director.





2.  Mrs. Williams commenced discussions with a brief review of the day’s agenda.  Demonstrators for today included Dyncorp’s  Acquisition Management Automation System (AMAS) and the Air Force Automated Business Services System (ABSS).  The current plan is to finish the demonstrations next week, then take a one-week hiatus while raw material is organized for the IPT’s use in defining requirements. 





3.  Mr. George Selner of Dyncorp demonstrated AMAS.  AMAS is a Power Builder-based front end solution currently in the OPEVAL stage of testing.  The demonstration was followed by a brief discussion about the possible added functionality of the tool for various procurement requirements.  Discussion included the fact that the AMAS system was created specifically for major systems acquisition, in contrast to many of the previous discussions that focused on small procurements.





4.  Ms. Mary Rice of Wright Patterson AFB, OH and Ms. Libby Mosley presented the USAF ABSS.  ABSS is still in the development stage and is being piloted at a single base in each of the major commands.  Discussion after the demonstration surrounded whether the system would interface easily enough with SPS, among other questions.
